For over a decade now, over 90% of Western
Australians have shown their support by switching
off before 1 June and letting mother nature take
care of their gardens, saving water for our drier
months.

Winter brings cooler temperatures and lower
evaporation rates, meaning the plants in our
gardens don’t need as much water. Most lawns also
go dormant over winter, so you can leave your
sprinklers off and let the rain take care of your lawn
and garden instead.
